guidance of Carole Cerasi. Antoine was awarded the first prize of the Concours
international d'lle de France and the Los Angeles Colburn Piano Festival Competition, the
honour prize at the New York Début Piano Competition and most recently was a semi-
finalist at the Clara Haskil Competition 2021.

Passionate about education, Antoine has also been teaching for several years and has
been invited several times to teach at the Royal Conservatoire in The Hague. Antoine is
